Steve and Jill Matthiasson have been described as quiet anarchists in Napa Valley. They started their 
journey as winemaking consultants to some of the region’s top, benchmark producers before launching 
their own label: Matthiasson. They methodically began procuring vineyard sites in Napa, with a focus on 
producing refined and elegant expressions of traditional grape varietals (E.G. Cabernet Sauvignon and 
Chardonnay). As their thoughtfulness and aspiration for discovery bubbled, so too did the wide array of 
varied wines that they make. Currently, they produce upwards of 20 different grapes including rarely 
produced varietals such as Pinot Meunier, Schioppettino, and Falanghina. Attempting to try them all is a 
challenge worth accepting!

JEAN-MARC PILLOT 
Jean-Marc is keener on his red wines than many of his other Chassagne-Montrachet colleagues are on 
theirs. His Pinot Noirs are made seriously and with focus. The juice undergoes a longer than average 
cuvaison (juice to skin contact), including pre-fermentation maceration of the destemmed grapes. The 
wines are aged for 12 months in barrel with a max of 30 percent new oak, followed by 6 months of tank 
ageing. All farming is done by hand with minimal intervention, specifically on the white wines to 
emphasize minerality.

YELLOW 

Yellow wine, or vin jaune in French, is very process driven.  These wines are made similarly to sherry, 
wherein they age in small barrels after fermentation under voile (or a veil or film of yeast).  This keeps 
the wine from getting oxidized during a typically longer than usual (often more than 6 years!) aging 
process for wines made from white grapes.  The finished wines are similar in style to a fino sherry, 
without the additional alcohol from fortification.  These wines are slightly nutty in style and often cloudy 
in the glass.

Most of the color in a wine comes from the skins, rather than the juice.  Orange wines are intentionally 
darker in color because the winemaker has made a choice to let the white grape juice ferment with extra 
skin contact, like they might with a red wine.  This extra contact with the skins of the grapes results in a 
deeper color to the finished wine and often, a richer flavor and more texture on the palate.  Orange 
wines can be clean and fruity or very funky and fun.
