In the late 1990's, Rene and his wife purchased a modest estate, Domaine Puech Chaud, in the Coteaux
du Langudoc near Nimes. The cool micro-climate and limestone gravel of this zine produces one of the
Midi's most beautiful Syrah-based wines. Apart from Guigal, Rostaing may have the finest vineyard
holdings in Cote-Rotie. He works 20+ ha, in 14 lieux-dits, including 1.6 ha in La Landonne, 1.5 ha in
Fongeant, and 1.2 ha in La Vialliére. A majority of the vines were planted in the 1960s and 1970s, but
some of the Vialliere vines exceed 100 years old! In addition, he has a choice 1.0 ha in Condrieu, and
works a 10 ha site in the Céteaux du Languedoc. In 2015, René’s son, Pierre, took the reins at an estate
that now boasts 20+ acres of the finest vineyards in and around Coéte Rotie. And, he shares his father’s
deep reverence for Cote Rotie’s traditions.

KIR-YIANNI
Kir-Yianni was founded in the 90s by 5th generation winemaker Stellios Boutaris. Over the course of the
early 2000s, 28 hectares were replanted with Xinomavro, and other classic greek varietals, and farmed
bio-dynamically. The wines have lots of structure and body to them making them ideal with steaks and
food from the grill. Think of Xinomavro as similar to Nebbiolo, and when it works with Syrah and
Merlot, you get the perfect harmony of power, and elegance.

Yellow wine, or vin jaune in French, is very process driven. These wines are made similarly to sherry,
wherein they age in small barrels after fermentation under voile (or a veil or film of yeast). This keeps
the wine from getting oxidized during a typically longer than usual (often more than 6 years!) aging
process for wines made from white grapes. The finished wines are similar in style to a fino sherry,
without the additional alcohol from fortification. These wines are slightly nutty in style and often cloudy

in the glass.

Most of the color in a wine comes from the skins, rather than the juice. Orange wines are intentionally
darker in color because the winemaker has made a choice to let the white grape juice ferment with extra
skin contact, like they might with a red wine. This extra contact with the skins of the grapes results in a
deeper color to the finished wine and often, a richer flavor and more texture on the palate. Orange
wines can be clean and fruity or very funky and fun.
